I. Call to Order. The meeting of the Stephenville City Council was called to order at 5:30 p.m. 

on Tuesday, December 1, 2009, by Mayor Hunter. She welcomed everyone, with special 
mention of the Director of Finance, Director of Public Works, Director of Community 
Development, Director of Community Services, Fire Chief and Police Chief.  

 
Mayor Hunter reported that City Attorney Randy Thomas, who was in a car accident on 
November 22, is recovering at home following surgery.    

  
II. Citizens’ General Discussion. No one wished to address the council.  

 
III. OMI Annual Report—Johnny Davis, Plant Manager 
 

IV. Consider Approval of Contract Amendments to OMI Contract 
 

Kirby Chaney, Regional Director of Operations, presented the report. He said that the plant 
had one permit excursion in the past contract year. The excursion was a result of heavy 
rainfall that caused the plant to exceed the allowable two-hour peak flow. All biomonitoring 
of the plant effluent and solids disposal testing have passed TCEQ and EPA requirements. 
MOTION by Alan Nix, second by Don Zelman, to accept the report and approve Amendment 
No. 3 to the Agreement for Operations Maintenance and Management Services with OMI, 
Inc. MOTION CARRIED.  
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V. PUBLIC HEARING--Consider Granting a Variance to Section 130.16 of the Code of 
Ordinances “Sale of Alcoholic Beverages” for 1362 West Washington Street 

 
Mayor Hunter opened a public hearing. No one wished to speak, and the mayor closed the public 
hearing. MOTION by Scott Evans, second by Joe Cude, to table this matter. MOTION CARRIED. 

 
 

VI. PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION 
 

A. Consider vacating North Lillian Avenue right of way from West Washington Street to 
West Shirley Street, West Vanderbilt Street right of way from Cain Avenue to Rome 
Avenue, West Tarleton Street right of way from North Lillian to St. Peter Avenue and 
Rome Avenue right of way from West Vanderbilt Street to West Frey Street. 

 
Betty Chew gave the staff report stating that Tarleton State University officials have requested the 
city vacate and close part of West Vanderbilt Street, West Tarleton Street, North Lillian Avenue and 
all of North Rome Avenue rights of way and convey them to Tarleton. All rights of way are improved, 
and water and sanitary sewers mains are located therein. Chew stated that the Planning and Zoning 
Commission recommends vacating and abandoning these street rights of way and conveying them 
to the university.  
 
Perry D. Elliott, 137 Sandra Palmer, Stephenville, said that the opening of Ollie Street from 
Lingleville Road to South Loop offers a very good option for a north-south thoroughfare. With this 
alternate route and the current congestion of Lillian Street through the campus, he asked the council

They bank at our banks, buy groceries, rent houses and apartments. It is by far the best economy

Dominic Dottavio, President of Tarleton State University, said that as a relative newcomer to 
Stephenville, he and his wife have been warmly received. He said that he tells his friends around the 
country that Tarleton is one of the finest small schools in the country. He attributes the success of 
Tarleton to the people of this community who support the university as well as their town and are 
optimistic about the future. He pledged to be a good partner with the City of Stephenville and to do 
all they can as the largest employer in the city. Dottavio said he believes that their plans, which 
include the acquisition of the subject streets, will have a positive effect on the community for many 
years. He clarified that their request is not intended to be a closure of all the streets, but closed in 
the sense that they will no longer be city streets. Dottavio stated that Lillian and Vanderbilt have 
become the part of campus with the heaviest foot traffic because of the science building and 
Thompson Student Center on the corner of Lillian and Vanderbilt, new housing complexes, and the 
new dining facility on Vanderbilt. He said that thousands of students cross these two streets on a 
daily basis. Therefore, the driving force behind this request is safety, Dottavio explained. He referred 
ǘƻ ¢ŀǊƭŜǘƻƴΩǎ master plan for future access to existing parking areas.  

 
Dottavio then introduced Kent Styron who spoke about four accidents which occurred recentlyτ
three involving pedestrians and one involving a motorcycle. Two accidents occurred at Lillian/Jones, 
one accident at Lillian/Washington, and one at Vanderbilt/Cain. Three of the four accidents required 
emergency medical services. Typical factors involved in these accidents were use of mobile devices, 
driver/pedestrian distraction, changes in pedestrian traffic patterns and other causes. With the 
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construction of the new dining hall on Vanderbilt, pedestrian traffic has increased even more and 
will continue to do so as the 2020 Master Plan is developed. 

 
Justin Williams, Chief of Police for Tarleton State University, ǎŀƛŘ ǘƘŀǘ ǘƘŜ άŘǊƛǾƛƴƎ ŦŀŎǘƻǊ ƻƴ

fortunate that there have been no serious injuries as a result of recent accidents. Williams said that 
together as a community, we must take proactive steps to ensure that safety. He said that he looks 
forward to working with the other public safety departments within the city to develop long-term 
solutions for traffic flow, emergency access, pedestrian safety, and access to university facilities.   
 
Wanda Mercer, 1330 North Lillian, Stephenville, said that although she works at Tarleton, she is 
speaking as an individual citizen who resides on Lillian Street and has used that as her route to work 
for at least 15 years. She stated that once Ollie/Alexander Road was completed earlier this year, she 
began using that thoroughfare for her route to work. She chose the alternate route because of the 
increased pedestrian and vehicular traffic on Lillian. She encouraged other citizens to use this route 
and urged the council members to pass the ordinance before them. 
 
Stuart Chilton said he first came to Tarleton in 1953, was employed at Tarleton in 1954, and has 
watched Tarleton grow from 753 students in 1954 to over 8,000 today. He said that it is almost 
unbelievable how large the campus and the student body have grown. Because of its growth to the 
west, the subject streets have become more dangerous. He asked the council to approve the 
ordinance to abandon and vacate these streets.  
 
Col. Willie Tate, who attended Tarleton in 1932, also spoke of the growth of the student body at 
Tarleton and the population of Stephenville. Tate said that he looks at Stephenville and Tarleton 
with a single visionτǿƘŀǘΩǎ ƎƻƻŘ Ŧor one is good for the other.  
 
Joe Standridge, said that he works at Tarleton but is addressing the council as a private citizen. He 
first thanked the council for constructing the sidewalks along Frey Street. He said he can now safely 
walk to school without having to walk in the street. He asked the council to approve the sale of the 
streets to Tarleton and increase safety to pedestrians even more. He also wanted to speak on behalf 
of {ǘΦ .ǊŜƴŘŀƴΩǎ Catholic Church, which owns property at the corner of Washington and Lillian. He 
said that church leaders are in favor of selling the streets to Tarleton, and it will have no affect on 
the church and its members.  
 
Mike Stephens, 368 East Long Street, said that he is opposed to closing Vanderbilt at this time. His 
concern is the accessibility for through traffic. He said the traffic on Washington Street would be 
greatly increased making it more hazardous.  
 
Linda Jones made an impassioned presentation on behalf of her husband, Tim Jones, who was out 
of town. She read a prepared statement by him detailing the incident in 2003 when he was struck by 
a vehicle while crossing Lillian Street. For the safety of all pedestrians, Jones asked the council to 
close these streets. 
 
Frances Nix, 652 Maplewood, said that she has lived in Stephenville all of her life. She said that the 
streets belong to the citizens and should not be closed.  
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MOTION by Martha Cashon, second by Joe Cude, to adopt Ordinance No. 2009-21. 
 

Council member Nash stated that he will abstain from voting due to conflict of interest and that he 
will execute a conflict of interest affidavit. 
 
Council member Nix listed several concerns and questions which he said remain unanswered. These 
are:

2. How will traffic be affected on other streets if and when subject streets are closed? 
3. How was the value and calculation of square footage of the property determined? Is value 

based on a formal appraisal? 
4. Has consideration been given to overhead crosswalks? 

 
Nix stated that he would like to offer a motion to table this matter to the Planning and Development 
Committee if it would be appropriate. City Administrator Kaiser stated that a motion to table would 
need to be placed on the floor. MOTION by Alan Nix to table this matter and refer it to the Planning 
and Development Committee for further study. Council member McDanel seconded the motion. 
 
Mayor Hunter asked for point of order stating that a motion is already on the floor and deferred to 
the city administrator for direction. Kaiser stated that if the mayor recognizes the motion to table 
and the second that was made, a vote would then need to be taken on the matter of tabling. The 
mayor stated that she did not recognize the motion to table and asked City Administrator Kaiser if 
he was able to answer the questions asked by Council Member Nix.

2. A traffic study was conducted in December 2002 concluded that by redirecting traffic as a 
result of closing streets [here in question] would not place an additional burden or undue 
stress to surrounding streets but would only result in a change of traffic pattern. 

3. Statute provides that consideration paid for the property must be fair market value by 
adjacent property owners. The value should be determined by an appraisal of these 
properties.  

4. Overhead crosswalks have been considered previously by university personnel but found to 
be cost prohibitive.  
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MOTION by Russ McDanel to table this matter and send it to a public hearing at the January 4, 2010 
council meeting. Mayor Hunter denied the motion.  

  
 

B. Consider Adopting Ordinance No. 2009-21 Abandoning, Vacating, and Closing part of 
North Lillian Avenue, all of North Rome Avenue, part of West Tarleton Street, and part 
of West Vanderbilt Street. 

  
Following discussion among the council members, vote was taken on the motion and 
CARRIED by the following vote:

Noes:  Council members McDanel, Nix, and Evans. 
Abstentions:   Alan Nash, having filed an affidavit of conflict of interest with the city 

secretary. 
 

At 7:29 p.m., Mayor Hunter recessed the meeting. Council reconvened at 7:38 p.m.   
 
 

C. PUBLIC HEARING to consider request to rezone from I “Industrial District” to R-3 
“Multiple Family Residential District” Lots 5, 6, 7, 9, 10 and 11; Block 89; City Addition 
located at 1006, 1102, 1104, 1202, 1204 and 1206 College Farm Road. 

 
Betty Chew gave the staff report including a recommendation from the Planning and Zoning 
Commission to rezone this property.  
 
Mayor Hunter opened a public hearing. 
 
Speaking in Favor of Rezoning: 
 
Curt Garrison, said that he has no intention of building an apartment complex. He said he believes 
more development in the area will diminish the incidents of vandalism, and his intentions are to 
make the area more attractive. He also said that the installation of curb and gutter would also be a 
benefit to the area. 
 
Speaking in Opposition of Rezoning: 
 
Sherman Edwards, 431 North Floral Street, said he was speaking for his ancestors and all others 
buried in Mount Olivette Cemetery, adjacent to subject property. He expressed concern over the 
well-being, safety and preservation of the tombstones and property of the cemetery. Although there 
have been incidents of vandalism, he hopes that planned development will not lead to more activity.  
 
Judy Frey Koch, POB 386, Stephenville, stated that her family has owned property on the College

would even be considered in this area. She claimed that this action is in conflict with the land use as 
adopted in the Comprehensive Plan and that apartments are inconsistent with neighboring land use. 
She also expressed concern about increased trash accumulation. She strongly urged the council to 
ŘŜƴȅ ǘƘŜ ǊŜǉǳŜǎǘΣ άǇǊƻǘŜŎǘ the safety of animals and historic sites on this road by retaining the 
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existing industrial classification or rezone to single-family residential, because apartments will wreak 
havoc on College Farm Road and endanger the health, safety and welfare of its residents and

Claire Koch, POB 386, Stephenville, daughter of Judy Frey Koch, stated that multi-family housing is 
incompatible with the Stephenville 2030 Comprehensive Plan, its Future Land Use Plan and 
surrounding land on College Farm Road. She said that constructing apartments on the property

Debra Mitchell, 620 College Farm Road, said that she has lived in this area for 12 years. She 
expressed concern over this watershed into the Bosque River and stated that it collects a lot of trash. 
She also said that the narrow road is a safety hazard as well.  
 
Mayor Hunter closed the public hearing.
